he knelt down and cried out in a loud voice, “Lord, do not hold this sin against them.” When he had said 
this, he died.

Priest The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.

You know the way 
to the place I’m going.” 

Thomas asked, “Lord, we don’t know where you are going. How can we know the way?” 

Jesus answered, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me. If you 
have really known me, you will also know the Father. From now on you know him and have seen him.” 

Philip said, “Lord, show us the Father; that will be enough for us.” 

Jesus replied, “Don’t you know me, Philip, even after I have been with you all this time? Whoever has seen 
me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? Don’t you believe that I am in the Father and 
the Father is in me? The words I have spoken to you I don’t speak on my own. The Father who dwells in me 
does his works. Trust me when I say that I am in the Father and the Father is in me, or at least believe on 
account of the works themselves.
