Jesus celebrates his last meal with his disciples 

 
Matthew, Mark, and Luke report that this meal was the Jewish Passover. 

John records this meal taking place on the evening before the Passover. 
 

The picture you will see depicts a traditional space where the Passover might have taken place. 
 

Reader 1 A reading from the Gospel of Luke, chapter 22 verses 7-14. 

Then came the day of Unleavened Bread, on which the Passover lamb had to be sacrificed.  So Jesus sent Peter 
and John, saying, “Go and prepare the Passover meal for us that we may eat it.”  They asked him, “Where do 
you want us to make preparations for it?”   “Listen,” he said to them, “when you have entered the city, a man 
carrying a jar of water will meet you; follow him into the house he enters and say to the owner of the house, 
‘The teacher asks you, “Where is the guest room, where I may eat the Passover with my disciples?”’  He will 
show you a large room upstairs, already furnished. Make preparations for us there.”  So they went and found 
everything as he had told them; and they prepared the Passover meal.  When the hour came, he took his place 
at the table, and the apostles with him.

Jesus washes his disciples’ feet 
 

Only John gives the account of Jesus washing his disciples’ feet. 
 
Reader 2 A reading from the Gospel of John, chapter 13, verses 3-20 

 …during supper Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he had come from 
God and was going to God, got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and tied a towel around himself.  
Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel that 
was tied around him.  He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, are you going to wash my feet?”  Jesus 
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answered, “You do not know now what I am doing, but later you will understand.”  Peter said to him, “You 
will never wash my feet.” Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you have no share with me.”  Simon Peter said 
to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also my hands and my head!”  Jesus said to him, “One who has bathed 
does not need to wash, except for the feet, but is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of you.”  For 
he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, “Not all of you are clean.” 

Reader 1 

After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to the table, he said to them, “Do you 
know what I have done to you?  You call me Teacher and Lord—and you are right, for that is what I am.  So 
if I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet.  For I have set 
you an example, that you also should do as I have done to you.  Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater 
than their master, nor are messengers greater than the one who sent them.  If you know these things, you are 
blessed if you do them.  I am not speaking of all of you; I know whom I have chosen. But it is to fulfill the 
scripture, ‘The one who ate my bread has lifted his heel against me.’   I tell you this now, before it occurs, so 
that when it does occur, you may believe that I am he.   Very truly, I tell you, whoever receives one whom I 
send receives me; and whoever receives me receives him who sent me.”

Jesus renames bread and wine as his Body and Blood 
 

Jesus broke bread and took the cup of wine and told his disciples that these two signs are the “new covenant made for us with 
God, by the sacrifice of Jesus’ own body and blood.  Jesus then gave his disciples the command to continue sharing these signs and 

this meal in remembrance of him. 
 

Reader 2 A reading from Paul’s first letter to the people of Corinth, chapter 11, verses 23-26. 
 
For I received from the Lord what I also handed on to you, that the Lord Jesus on the night when he was 
betrayed took a loaf of bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it and said, “This is my body that is 
for you. Do this in remembrance of me.”  In the same way he took the cup also, after supper, saying, “This cup 
is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.”  For as often as 
you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes.

The Great Thanksgiving 

Priest The Lord be with you.  
People And also with you.  
Priest Lift up your hearts.

It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, Father Almighty, Creator 
of heaven and earth. 

For our sins he was lifted high upon the cross, that he might draw the whole 
world to himself; and, by his suffering and death, he became the source of eternal salvation for all who put their 
trust in him.  

Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the company of heaven, 
who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:

We give thanks to you, O God, for the goodness and love which you have made known to us in creation; in 
the calling of Israel to be your people; in your Word spoken through the prophets; and above all in the Word 
made flesh, Jesus, your Son. For in these last days you sent him to be incarnate from the Virgin Mary, to be the 
Savior and Redeemer of the world. In him, you have delivered us from evil, and made us worthy to stand before 
you. In him, you have brought us out of error into truth, out of sin into righteousness, out of death into life. 

On the night before he died for us, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given thanks to you, he 
broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for 
the remembrance of me.” After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to 
them, and said, “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for 
many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”  

Therefore, according to his command, O Father, 

We remember his death, 
We proclaim his resurrection, 
We await his coming in glory; 

And we offer our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving to you, O Lord of all; presenting to you, from your 
creation, this bread and this wine. 

We pray you, gracious God, to send your Holy Spirit upon these gifts that they may be the Sacrament of the 
Body of Christ and his Blood of the new Covenant. Unite us to your Son in his sacrifice, that we may be 
acceptable through him, being sanctified by the Holy Spirit. In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection 
under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly country where, with all your saints, we may enter the everlasting 
heritage of your sons and daughters; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the head of 
the Church, and the author of our salvation. 

By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, 
now and for ever. AMEN.

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth 
as it is in heaven.  Give us this day our daily bread.  And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those 
who trespass against us.

Jesus walks to the Mount of Olives to pray in the Garden of Gethsemane 
 

Following Jesus’ meal with his disciples they sang a hymn and then – with the exception of Judas – walked to the Garden of 
Gethsemane on the Mount of Olives where Jesus prepared in prayer for his arrest, trial, and crucifixion. 

 
Reader 1 A reading from the Gospel of Matthew, chapter 26, verses 36-46 
 
Then Jesus went with them to a place called Gethsemane; and he said to his disciples, “Sit here while I go over 
there and pray.”  He took with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to be grieved and agitated.  
Then he said to them, “I am deeply grieved, even to death; remain here, and stay awake with me.”  And going 
a little farther, he threw himself on the ground and prayed, “My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from 
me; yet not what I want but what you want.”  Then he came to the disciples and found them sleeping; and he 
said to Peter, “So, could you not stay awake with me one hour?  Stay awake and pray that you may not come 
into the time of trial; the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.”  Again he went away for the second 
time and prayed, “My Father, if this cannot pass unless I drink it, your will be done.”  Again he came and found 
them sleeping, for their eyes were heavy.  So leaving them again, he went away and prayed for the third time, 
saying the same words.  Then he came to the disciples and said to them, “Are you still sleeping and taking your 
rest?  See, the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners.  Get up, let us be 
going. See, my betrayer is at hand.”

Reader 2 A reading from the Gospel of Matthew chapter 27, verses 27-31. 
 
Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the governor’s headquarters, and they gathered the whole 
cohort around him.  They stripped him and put a scarlet robe on him, and after twisting some thorns into a 
crown, they put it on his head. They put a reed in his right hand and knelt before him and mocked him, saying, 
“Hail, King of the Jews!”  They spat on him, and took the reed and struck him on the head.  After mocking 
him, they stripped him of the robe and put his own clothes on him. Then they led him away to crucify him.
